PURPOSE:	The purpose of this field instruction is to explain a recently defined change to the Trade Act of 1974, as amended, Trade Adjustment Assistance Reform Act of 2002 by the Trade and Globalization Adjustment Assistance Act of 2009.





BACKGROUND:	President Obama signed the Trade and Globalization Adjustment Assistance Act of 2009 on February 17, 2009. This new law was part of the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009, which is referred to as the "stimulus bill".��This new legislation has changed the Trade Adjustment Assistance (TAA) for Workers program. 





POLICY:	DOL has issued TEGL #22-08 and TEGL #1-10 which clarifies the implementation of the provisions of the Trade and Globalization Adjustment Assistance Act of 2009.  The new policy makes the following changes and clarifications on staff administration, co-enrollment and the transition effective date:


	


A change that defines who can administer the TAA program- A state must engage only state government personnel to perform TAA-funded functions undertaken to carry out the TAA program.  Specifically, this means that as of the effective date (December 15, 2010) only state government merit system personnel may be used to perform TAA-funded functions undertaken to carry out the TAA program.





Co-Enrollment of workers- The new regulation does encourage both the WIA and TAA programs to co-enroll participants to ensure that adversely affected workers receive services to help them return to work.  
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
