BE TAKEN 
As of December 15, 2010 only the form MD 858 (Revised 8-10) should be used to indicate that an individual is in training or on a waiver from training under the Trade Act of 1974; as amended 2009.

The first waiver an individual receives should be slated to end at 90 days and each waiver thereafter should be scheduled to end at 28 days.

Any current forms Request By Worker of Training Approval and Allowances forms (858) submitted before December 15, 2010 will be honored until it expires or is revoked.

The correct form to be used is attached to this WIFI and can be found in one of the folders under the services tab for an individual in the Maryland Workforce Exchange.

PURPOSE:	The purpose of this field instruction is to announce the use of the updated Request By Worker of Training Approval and Allowances While in Training form (MD 858 Revised 8-10) to meet one of the changes to the Trade Act of 1974, as amended, Trade Adjustment Assistance Reform Act of 2002 by the Trade and Globalization Adjustment Assistance Act of 2009.





BACKGROUND:	President Obama signed the Trade and Globalization Adjustment Assistance Act of 2009 on February 17, 2009. This new law was part of the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009, which is referred to as the "stimulus bill".��This new legislation has changed the Trade Adjustment Assistance (TAA) for Workers program. 





POLICY:	In TEGL #22-08 and 1-10 and WIFI No 03-09 Change 1 it has been made clear that a state must engage only state government personnel to perform TAA-funded functions undertaken to carry out the TAA program.  Specifically, this means that as of the effective date only state government merit system personnel shall be used to perform TAA-funded functions undertaken to carry out the TAA program.
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
