CALL TO ORDER


Chairman Schulman called the meeting to order at 10:30 a.m.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES


Motion (I) was made by Captain Nielsen, seconded by Captain Christman, and unanimously carried to approve the minutes of April 9, 2010 with corrections.

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Motion (II) was made by David Chenowith, seconded by Captain Adams, and unanimously carried to accept the recommendations of the Incident Committee.


Captain Nielsen noted that due to changes in the regulations which became effective May 31, 2010, the Association is no longer required to report mechanical failures which do not result in a casualty.
PILOT COMPLEMENT REPORT


Captain Nielsen reported that the first report “Arrivals” indicates an increase in 2010 of 19% compared to same time last year and a 5% decrease in 2010 compared to 2008.  The second report, “Shifts”, shows an increase in the number of shifts in 2010 compared to 2009, and a decrease compared to 2008.  The 2009 year end cargo reports have been received from the Maryland Port Administration.  They show that foreign cargo tonnage in 2009 was down compared to the past several years.


The “Pilots Years of Service” report indicates that 21 pilots have enough years of service to retire at anytime.  The “Pilot Ages” report shows the number of pilots broken down by age categories.  The majority of pilots are over 50 years of age.  The next report projects the number of pilots who could retire each year through 2015.  

The next report is the “Proposed Pilot Complement” report.  Captain Nielsen stated that two pilots-in-training started training on May 1, 2010.  He recommended that two pilots-in-training be selected today to start November 1, 2010.  


Chairman Schulman stated that the Board needs to stay in touch with candidates on the eligible list to keep them informed of the Board’s actions and to ensure that they keep us informed of their status and interest.  Captain Bourgeois will draft a letter to be sent to the candidates remaining on the eligible list.  


Motion (III) was made by Captain Nielsen, seconded by David Chenowith, and unanimously carried to offer apprenticeships to the next two eligible candidates on the list and if any decline to move to the next.

PILOT-IN-TRAINING SELECTION COMMITTEE


No report.

WORK RULES COMMITTEE


Chairman Schulman reported that no new work rules affecting safety have been approved by the Association.
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QUALIFICATON COMMITTEE


Captain Nielsen reported that Richard Morrison, Bryan Grube, and William Smith are eligible for 37’ draft limited pilot licenses.  A vote of confidence for each has been taken by the Association in accordance with its administrative work rules.  

Motion (IV) was made by Captain Bourgeois, seconded by Mike Reagoso, and unanimously carried by the Board to approve the upgrades.

NEW BUSINESS

Proposed Action to Amend Regulation 09.26.02.04


Ms. Edwards reported that due to legislation effective July 1, 2010, vessel drafts will change.  Consequently, the regulations must be amended to reflect the statutory change.  Motion (V) was made by Captain Christman, seconded by Captain Adams, and unanimously carried to amend the regulations.

Ms. Edwards reported that the Association filed its 2009 Financial Reports with the Board in accordance with the law.
