This session was permitted to be closed pursuant to State Government Article, Title 10-508(a)(7).  Upon completion of the session, the Board reconvened its public meeting at 10:40 a.m.

The Complaint Committee reviewed six applications for reinstatement of license and recommends the following:  reinstatement with a warning letter for five applicants, and requesting additional information from one applicant.


Mr. Farinas said that the Board received letters from a company advising that three engineers’ seals were lost/stolen from the company.  After discussion, the Board decided that copies of the letters should be sent to all jurisdictions, the company should be notified of this action, and the information about the seals should be placed in the newsletter.


Motion (III) was made by Mr. Arndt, seconded by Ms. Yee, and carried by a majority of the Board Members, with one abstention, to accept the recommendations of the Complaint Committee.
NEW BUSINESS

· Mr. Arndt said that election of officers will take place at the Northeast Zone Meeting to be held on April 8-10 in Tampa, Florida.  Peggy Abshagen, Executive Director of the Delaware Board for Professional Engineers, is running for Secretary/Treasurer of the Northeast Zone, and Mr. Arndt is running for the Northeast representative to the National Nominating Committee.
   Motion (IV) was made by Mr. Farinas, seconded by Ms. Murphy and unanimously

carried to support Ms. Abshagan for Secretary/Treasurer of the Northeast Zone, and Mr. Arndt for the National Nominating Committee.      

· Mr. Harclerode reported that the Legislature recently took $300,000 from the Design Boards’ Special Fund.  He further said that as of July 1st all out-of-state travel has been cancelled.   Mr. Harclerode has an appointment to meet with Secretary Sanchez regarding funding issues.
OLD BUSINESS

Mr. Hutchins said that the Request for Proposals (RFP) for a testing contractor is moving along and is on schedule.   Technical proposals from the bidders have been reviewed by the RFP Committee.  
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· Mr. Harclerode reported that Ms. Trust, Mr. Loleas and himself testified before the Education, Health and Environmental Affairs Committee in Annapolis in support of HB 80, for Continuing Professional Competency (CPC) and Retired Status.  The implementation date of the Bill has been moved to the Year 2012 by amendment.

Mr. Harclerode referred to a letter, handed out by Mr. Mead, from William K. Ryan, M.S., P.E., President, Maryland Society of Professional Engineers, to Secretary Sanchez, dated January 21, 2010, outlining the MSPE’s understanding of the CPC Bill and its support for it.  Mr. Harclerode commented that the Board would keep in mind the points outlined in Mr. Ryan’s letter and also the regulations of other States when developing the regulations.
· Regarding the issue of selecting credential evaluation companies that are acceptable to the Board, Mr. Harclerode suggested, and the Board concurred, to accept only those companies that accept transcripts directly from the schools.

Motion (V) was made by Mr. Farinas, seconded by Mr. Mongan, and unanimously carried

to confirm that the Board will accept evaluations of degrees only from companies that obtain transcripts directly from the schools.    
· Ms. Perrin requested that the on-line character reference form which is part of the reciprocity application be revised to include the name of the state where a character reference is licensed.  

· Mr. Harclerode requested Ms. Davis to give a copy of the P.E. licensing brochure that is presently under revision to Mr. Mongan for his review and comments.  He requested that all suggestions for changes be submitted to Ms. Davis no later than Monday, April 5.

· Mr. Harclerode said that the Board needs to start thinking about and discussing activities for the 2011 NCEES Northeast Zone Meeting to be held in Baltimore on May 5, 6, and 7, 2011.  Ms. Edwards said that she received a checklist regarding the plans for the meeting and at this point, it appears that the preparations are on schedule.

· Mr. Mead presented the Board with a letter from Samuel W. Grossman, P.E., 
F. NSPE, President, National Society of Professional Engineers (NSPE), announcing the appointment of Mr. Harclerode to the distinguished grade of NSPE Fellow Member “in recognition of his devoted service and vast contributions to the Society and profession.”  Mr. Mead said that Mr. Harclerode will be presented with the Fellow Certificate and pin at the MSPE meeting in June.  

Mr. Farinas, on behalf of the Board, congratulated Mr. Harclerode on this outstanding achievement.
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· The Board again discussed at length the issue of the changes to the Structural Engineering examination scheduled to take effect in April 2011, and of the various pathways that might be pursued by the Board because of the changes, such as, whether or not to offer the new 16-hour Structural exam, and if so, will it require the creation of a new “structural engineer” licensing category and law change.  Mr. Mead said that he polled the profession and received  four responses that were in favor of not changing the licensing requirements.  Mr. Harclerode suggested, and the Board agreed to table this issue until it can obtain more information.  Mr. Harclerode will bring up this topic at the Northeast Zone meeting on April 8-10 and report back to the Board.
